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Nokthern Ireland




'Strengthening the voice of children & young people in Northern Ireland', is an NCB project which involves highlighting the needs of Asylum-seeking, Refugee and Migrant (ASRM) children and young people within Northern Ireland. 

NCB strives to make things better for children and young people in all areas of their lives. One important way that we do this is by talking with children and young people themselves and highlighting their issues. 
Between June and November of 2009 NCB Participation Officer delivered enjoyable workshops to ASRM children and young people that explored and recorded their experiences of living in Northern Ireland.

Aims of the workshops were to:

1. Improve the confidence and skill level of the young people involved.

2. Encourage the young people to talk about their experiences and give advice to their peers in the same situation and adults they come into contact with in school and their communities.

3. Improve knowledge in the wider community.

4. Provide invaluable information for policy makers.

Information provided by the young people at the workshops was used to develop targeted information materials (postcards) to improve our understanding of the issues and needs of ASRM children and young people. The postcards were chosen as a physical output that will be used after the end of the project to continue to disseminate their messages. They combine photographs of the young people and handwritten messages they had produced that can support their peers, potentially improve the services they receive and inform policy-making.
The postcards were launched on 22nd February 2010 at an event at Stormont when the young people met with the two Junior Ministers & Patricia Lewsley (NICCY). Following the launch postcards will be disseminated.
